
Executive Committee Meeting Minutes

The meeting held at the Shillington Residence in Shaker Heights was called to order at 5:45 PM. 

Last Meeting’s Minutes-The minutes of the meeting held September 9, 2007 were read by Cathy Sila.  Bill Reith made a motion to accept the minutes, Mark Porter seconded, all in favor, minutes accepted. 
Chair Report- The NOD website is looking for a new logo.  After some discussion it was suggested to hold a contest and award the winner an appropriate prize.  Mark Porter made a motion to offer a $250 cash prize for the winning submission for the NOD logo.  The NOD would hold all property rights for all submissions to the contest. The motion was seconded, all in favor, motion carries. The specifications for size and shape will be forthcoming depending on the website needs but likely a square or nearly square shape would be preferred.  The deadline for contest submission will be the first of the year.  
The website activities will be handled by Tom Coscarelli; all wishing to help are welcome.  

Vice Chair Report- Walter Dragonetti  gave a brief summary of his trip to the 2007 World Veteran’s championship in Australia where he finished 2nd in men’s epee.  Congratulations, Walt !  A discussion ensued of fencing rules and Walt was encouraged to write an editorial.   

Treasurer Report- The current treasurer is overextended and has offered to resign the post.  Mark Porter has offered to take over this role.  Bill Reith made a motion that upon a formal resignation from the current treasurer, Bob Green,  that Mark Porter assume the post of Treasurer, Cathy Sila seconded the motion, all in favor, motion carries. Congratulations, Mark on your new role, just in time to prepare the tax returns lest the nonprofit status be lost.  

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Armorer Report- Bill Reith reported that a few repairs need to be done but there are no major issues. 

Award Chair Report- Bill Reith gave Mark Griffin’s report.  Medals are available for the rest of year, additional medals needed for the spring are on order.  The engraved discs in for next 2 tournaments are completed at the cost of $214.37 to Veneto Sports Awards.  
Bout Committee Chair Report- Bill Reith is requesting volunteers to help setup for 2 upcoming tournaments.  The Great Lakes Sectional at Shaker Gym needs help to set up Saturday evening October 20 at 5-6pm and on Friday evening October 26 at 5 pm.  Referees are also needed for both events. Anyone that can help is requested to contact Bill Reith or Kathy Durrell.   

Walt Dragonetti announced an additional event for the website.  On Friday, Nov 23, 2007, Hooked on Fencing is sponsoring Unrated Epee Fencing, registration closes at 7pm, $20.   

Bill discussed plans to do a demonstration at Hathaway Brown and at the Gates Mills Community Center. 
Walt will check the website for the specific procedures for the JO Qualifiers. Kathy Durrell will update if necessary. 
Nominating Committee- Mark Porter solicited nominations for NOD positions for which the deadline by January 1, 2008.  Positions available- Chair, Vice Chair, Treasurer, Members at Large, all 1 year Committee Chairs. 
OLD BUSINESS
A discussion was had regarding establishing an NOD policy on fundraising activities related to fencing.  A proposal was solicited, and Paul Moos offered to draft such a document and incorporate suggestions from the membership. 
The history of the issue was reviewed.  Previously, activities were co-sponsored, equipment was loaned out for free but the NOD received ½ the procees. This changed as clubs pooled their equipment to run activities.  NOD equipment needs to be available for NOD sponsored activities (Junior Olympic, Sectional and National qualifiers) so currently, NOD equipment is available for rental at $75. 
NEW BUSINESS
Walt suggested that perhaps the paperwork associated with the NOD equipment rental could be streamlined.  

Walt suggested the NOD Newsletter be incorporated into the website.  This would require a revision of the Bylaws.
