ELECTION MEETING 
Discussion of ballots received without signatures on back of envelope.  A few ballots were received with full return address label, one with signature on front of envelope, and four ballots were received with no outside signature or any return information.  Ballot with signature on front of envelope was included in valid ballot pile.  After discussion, a motion was made by Jim to include the ballots with return labels and without signatures on outside of envelope.  Bill Reith Second.  Seven yes and one nay; Motion passed. The four envelopes with no return address were not considered as valid ballots and kept separate. Jim Watson opened all valid ballots, reading off the name from the outside of the envelope for verification.  These were recorded by Beth Shillington on the list of qualifying voters, assuring valid non-duplicative votes.  Jim 
put the ballots unopened in a pile, dropping the empty envelopes into a bag to be rechecked for any email addressed to be recorded. Last year Beth had printed off two sets of mailing labels, using one as the 
return address assuring clarification of the voter.  This was not done this year and made it difficult to confirm voter’s names. Also a signature line printed on the back of the envelope would help assure all steps are followed.  Bill Reith had drafted a design for a rubber stamp to be used for this purpose.  He will email the Board members a copy of it for future discussion.   Beth plans on having specific procedures for the Nominating Committee to be writing up prior to next election.
