Last Meeting’s Minutes

Chair Report- Beth Shillington congratulated the clubs on a successful “Fencers Attacking Diabetes” fundraiser on September 8, 2007. 
After the May 6, 2007 meeting revealing the results of the voting, several individuals winning positions on a write-in basis have contacted the board declining the position. 

Kathy Durrell expressed her decline of the Public Relations, Newsletter, and Web Design Chair.  She accepted the election to Member-at-Large.  Bill Reith nominated Tom Coscarelli from Shaker Fencing Club to the position, Susan Dumas seconded the motion, all in favor.  Congratulations to Tom Coscarelli as the new Public Relations, Newsletter, and Web Design Chair.  
Eric Guth sent Beth Shillington an email declining the Nominating Committee Chair.  He accepted the election to Member-at-Large.  Cathy Sila nominated Mark Porter from Fairmount Center Fencing Club to the position, Susan Dumas seconded the motion, all in favor.  Congratulations to Mark Porter as the new Nominating Committee Chair. 

Bill Reith declined the Awards Committee Chair.  Susan Dumas nominated Mark Griffin from Great Lakes Modern Pentathlon to the position, Tom Coscarelli seconded the motion, all in favor.  Congratulations to Mark Griffin as the new Awards Committee Chair.
Mike Anderson resigned as Member-at-Large after moving to Texas.  Per NOD bylaws, this position will not be filled at this time.

Beth Shillington and Tom Coscarelli met with the web design company which will update the NOD website. The plan will incorporate links and information from all of the clubs, adding pictures and videos, links to geography locators for directions to meets, and potentially links to purchase club patches or T-shirts.  Tom was praised for his expertise and great ideas.  NOD members are welcome to submit suggestions and ideas for the website.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Armorer Report- Mike Anderson audited the NOD equipment inventory.   The May 6, 2007 report was accurate with the exception of 1 floor cable missing for a corrected total at 34.
Award Chair Report- Bill Reith listed the inventory of 27 gold, 29 silver, 48 bronze and 5 Great Lakes Sectional medals left over from last year.  He will need to purchase additional medals for upcoming sectionals and qualifiers.  Bill Reith requested a motion to allow Bill Reith or Mark Griffin to be reimbursed for the purchase of medals, Susan Dumas seconded, all in favor, motion passed. 
Bout Committee Chair Report- Bill Reith requested identifying committee members (other than the chairman) to run the upcoming qualifiers.  Kathy Durrell has volunteered.
Youth Development Committee- Susie Dumas has prepared a list of fencers that have moved on to college.  She is currently working on opportunities to recruit elementary school children to start fencing as well as a process to move current fencers into the national scene.  

OLD BUSINESS
The recent correspondence regarding the request to waive the NOD equipment rental fee for the purposes of supporting fundraising was discussed and several suggestions were proposed.  It was concluded that the board should develop a thoughtful policy regarding how the NOD should participate in fundraising activities related to fencing.  At the next meeting, October 2007, this discussion will continue as a formal agenda item.  Input from division members is welcome although it is not anticipated that any finalization of a policy or voting will take place until a thoughtful process is completed.
