Board Meeting Minutes 

Dec. 19, 2009 

Officers attending: Mark Griffin; Mark Porter; Susie Dumas; Tom Coscarelli. Via conference call were: Bill Reith;  Andy Tulleners; Vince Cianciola. (Mr. Reith left midway through the meeting.) 

 No other members were present. The meeting was held at Shaker High School and via conference call. Meeting called to order at 2pm. 

Treasurer Report: Mr. Porter reported there is $7,988.97 in the account. 

The Board approved Mr. Griffin to be the registered agent for the division. Mr. Griffin donated the $50 registration fee to the division. 

The Junior Olympic qualifier is over and the names have been sent to USFA. Mr. Reith collected $194.50 and Mr. Dragonetti collected $220. A discussion ensued about the location of the Junior Olympic venue. 

The event was scheduled for the Shaker gym for two days. On Saturday, the gym was not available for the event. The fencers moved to Hooked on Fencing. 

Ms. Dumas said Hooked on Fencing should be compensated - suggesting $50 - to cover the costs of holding the event at their site on a last minute notice. The Board appreciated the work by Hooked on Fencing but needs a request from the club before any payment can be made. 

The Board agreed that, in the future, all NOD events should have a backup location as part of the event planning.  

As to the Great Lakes High & Middle school championship, Mr. Reith will provide a copy of the permit from Shaker assuring us that the event is scheduled. There is no fee for the location. 

Mr. Reith said the event is on AskFred.net. Mr. Tulleners is working on getting the referees for the event. Mr. Coscarelli subsequently updated the GreatLakesHighSchoolFencingChampionship.com site that was created last year. 

Advertising for the event will be via email, coaches personal contacts and flyer. (Mr. Coscarelli subsequently created a flyer and sent a copy to the Board. He has also set up a mailing list through the NOD website that will have email addresses for clubs in the Great Lakes region.) 

Mr. Reith said the cost for awards will be approximately $600. 

For the Midwest Championship Mr. Tulleners said the venue will be at Cleveland State University. The event will use two sectional strips and seek four additional strips from the Columbus fencing division.  The cost for the Columbus strips will include transportation and the lodging of the Columbus member in charge of the strips. Mr. Tulleners said there will be a need to get an advance to cover these costs. 

Mr. Tulleners said there are five referees set for the event and he is looking for three more.  Mr. Reith said all division machines have been updated. Mr. Tulleners said the CSU fencing team has agreed to set up and break down the event. 

The estimated cost for awards for this event and for the Great Lakes HS Championships is $1,000. The Board approved the cost for the medals.  

Mr. Tulleners said the Midwest Championship will be posted on AskFred in ten days.
